Section 8 – Community Partnerships

Partnerships with Universities, Community Colleges, Vocational/Technical Schools
Collaboration is already developed with several Community Colleges and Universities including Arizona State University, Maricopa Community Colleges, South Mountain Community College Gateway Community College, and Ottawa University.  We also have developed relationships with other technical and trade schools.  These include East Valley Institute of Technology, ITT Technical School, The Refrigeration School, Universal Technical Institute and the Santa Cruz County Superintendents office which offers scholarships to any high school graduate of Santa Cruz County.  Planned collaboration includes starting relationships with other community colleges and trade or technical schools throughout the state, as an AOI student could be anywhere in Arizona.  Also more County scholarship programs like we have with Santa Cruz.  

Partnerships with Business, Career Track Organizations, and Community Organizations
[bookmark: _GoBack]Collaboration has been developed with the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines and Coast Guard.  We have also partnered with several youth shelters and treatment centers.  These include Healthy Start in Saint Mary’s Hospital, Florence Crittenden and the New Leaf Organization.  Other relationships include local business that hire our students.  These include Express Pros, Mc Donald’s, Taco Bell, Wendy’s, Subway, Panda Express, Target and Fry’s Electronics.  We have also developed relationships with the following volunteer programs; YMCA – Y Achievers Program, Volunteers in Policing, Adapted Recreation (for SPED students) Tempe Public Library, Cahill Senior Center, Tempe Historical Society, Tempe History Museum, City of Tempe Environmental Programs, Escalante Community Center, Tempe Fire Department, Friends of the Tempe Public Library, Friends of the Tempe Center of the Arts.  We also have a collaboration with Wells Fargo that helps students understand and decide on the best way to pay for college or technical school. We also have a partnership with Early Head Start for our students with a family.  Planned collaboration includes adding volunteer programs to other cities where our students are served, and working with the Governor’s Office Foster Homes Initiative. 

Enhancing School Experience
All students will have a Personalized Learning Plan and an Education, Career Action Plan.  These two plans will be implemented from the first day of enrollment and will help the students set post-graduation goals.  By having relationships with universities, community colleges, vocational and technical schools, businesses and other community organizations students are exposed and allowed real-life experience and opportunities for their lives after graduation.  Having goals and a plan of what the student wants to do after graduating gives them a better sense of what they are doing in school and what still needs to be done to reach their goals.  In working with the community organizations students not only get real experience but also form new places for encouragement, support and mentoring.  
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
