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Identifying Special Education Students
Students that enroll with an Individualized Education Program (IEP) will automatically be identified and given modifications and accommodations that are recommended in the IEP.  Students without an IEP will be identified and placed on Child Find if they are identified as having a difficulty on any of the areas listed on the 45 day screening.  Students can also be identified and placed on Child Find if the student is referred to the Exceptional Students Team by a parent, guardian, family member, etc.  
During the identification period, teachers will continue to work with the students and make interventions and modifications as needed.  During this time the student will be tested if approved by the parent or guardian.  The Multidisciplinary Evaluation Team will determine eligibility.  If the student qualifies and the parents or guardian agree, an IEP will be written and implemented by the instructors and the Exceptional Students Team.  

Content & Delivery System Modifications
The Learning System Platform allows instructors to differentiate instruction by allowing the instructor to customize the assignments to meet each students learning needs.  The teachers can also differentiate by presenting the material using customized teaching or a variety of learning approaches for the students.  Students may then respond to the assignment using a variety options that meet the goals set forth in the IEP.  Each student can have a variety of different adjustments, which then allows that student to have access to the learning content in a manner that is appropriate for his or her learning ability and will lead towards increased success.  
There are also many settings on the computer that can be used to accommodate students with a disability.  The display can be magnified, colors, brightness and contrast can all be adjusted to make the screen easier to see and read.  The color and size of the mouse pointer can be changed.  Text to speech software can be used to read the screen content and the assignment directions.  Speech to text software can be used to write the assignments.  Speech recognition software can also be used to voice commands to the computer.  Sound notifications can be modified to visual notifications and the text feature can be used during Adobe sessions rather than spoken dialogue.  

Onsite Support
Onsite support is available to any student who would like some extra help or tutoring.  Students are welcome to come to any Pinnacle Education location across the state or to the District Office to work in-person with their instructors.  
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
