Section 8 – Community Partnership: Community partnerships encompass the goals of post secondary transition by fostering partnerships with universities, community colleges, private business, career track organizations, community organizations, and vocational/technical schools.

The secondary LEAD program in Gilbert, Arizona has provided an Early College Experience for nearly nine years through a partnership with Chandler Gilbert Community College (CGCC). This experience and partnership will be expanded to regional community colleges throughout Arizona to offer LEOA students the opportunity to accelerate their academic programs and earn college credits prior to graduation. e2020 is currently in the process of partnering with an accredited career focused college offering degrees in a wide variety of fields to prepare students for initial career entry into the workforce in fast growing and ever changing industries. 
 Community partnerships have been planned or established. LEAD Charter Schools has developed partnerships with CGCC and will expand that partnership to additional community colleges in regions where students attend LEOA. LEAD founders have established partnerships throughout Arizona in faith based facilities. These regional sites will provide venues for enrichment centers, regional computer lab facilities, testing sites, and outreach centers where students and parents will gather to learn about the program and teachers and staff will train and meet with students in their area. 
 Partnerships will enhance the school experience for AOI students. e2020 will also provide students with telecommuting and onsite opportunities for internship and work-study in various areas of development.  Students will have opportunities for programming, supporting the development of content and the creation of interactive activities, and performing other tasks that will prepare LEOA students for the world of work and post-secondary study.  e2020 believes these opportunities will significantly enhance the school experience by providing students a way to directly impact their education through their own efforts. In return, LEOA can expand, enhance, and explore the curriculum and online system by embracing the students’ perspective and constructive feedback. LEOA is exploring the possibility of adding partnerships throughout the state as online student populations emerge. These partnerships can include internship opportunities through area businesses, community organization connections, post-secondary educational options and connections locally for the students, service learning opportunities to encourage students to actively participate in their communities, and possible cross-cultural connections to provide a world-view for students, allow students to participate in global discussions and expand thinking beyond the Arizona borders.
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
