Section 9 – Disabled Services: 
The LEOA/Program will identify special education students and meet the requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA).

[bookmark: _GoBack]The current LEAD IDEA policy will be followed. When special education students are enrolled, LEOA will provide accommodations to students including onsite support considering potential limitations, given the nature of the Virtual Classroom.  Specific accommodations already available through the LEOA program are described below. LEOA understands that equitable access to learning materials ensures that all students, including English Language Learners and those with disabilities, have the same opportunities to achieve at optimum levels.  LEOA monitors all federal legislation regarding accessibility of education, including the guidelines of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Sections 504 and 508 of the Rehabilitation Act 1998 (P. L. 102-569), and Secondary Education Act, as amended, Title III, Sec. 3111-3129, 20 U.S.C. 6821-6849. LEOA will also monitor efforts to implement Section 508 of the Americans with Disabilities Act and other related legislation with regard to interpretation of and compliance with Section 508 regarding student use of input and output devices and software user interface design. 
The content and the content delivery system can be modified to meet the accommodation and modification requirements for identified students.
LEOA features enable teachers to easily make modifications for ELL and special needs students. The learning management system provides teachers with the tools to modify course content in lessons, passing thresholds, and grade weighting for individual students. The curriculum has features that support student learning, for example, the direct instruction lesson is an audio-visual presentation that students can replay and review as much as needed, with options to pause and rewind, and take notes. The practice/homework activities review key concepts, assess knowledge and help ELL and special needs students identify material that needs additional study and practice. Additionally, Response to Intervention strategies are embedded in the program and include: strand-based prescriptive testing for pre-screening; mastery-based lessons that target multiple modalities of learning; each lesson is self-contained and contains formative assessment; direct Instruction video lectures by highly-qualified certified teacher in every lesson; just-in-time intervention and supplemental learning; and Show Me Homework Help videos available in Practice/Homework. The Virtual Classroom supports universal access through content that is usable with assistive technology at the point of delivery. This preparation includes: navigation and keyboarding; input and output focus; personalization of operating system settings; customization of graphics and sounds; accessible search features; and accessible Web pages. Current universal access features include:
Assessment: Students can set their own pace; Teachers can make accommodations for special mastery levels, time for completion of custom tests, and navigation; Instructions and images are clear, allowing for easy navigation; Diagnostic-prescriptive capabilities permit individualization of instruction based on assessment results.
Curriculum: Students can set their own pace; Students can read Language Arts texts online or print them for off-line use; Activities are engaging to keep students focused and on task; Pages within activities are clearly organized and consistent in structure; Concepts are repeated, reviewed, and summarized for clarity; Activities teach concepts through graphics, audio, and video; Visual enhancements for teaching concepts include font, font size, spacing, color, bullets, and numbering; Graphics and pictures are added to practice sheets and tests; Activities call on students to use different intelligences; Activities are broken up into manageable units, which help improve student self-esteem; eWriting through the Virtual Classroom allows writers to make frequent revisions without tedious recopying; Online individual student work promotes more emotional honesty and self-disclosure, less fear, less shyness, and less aggressive domination of discussions; Screen background design can be altered for interest or to reduce distraction.
e Reader: e2020 has an embedded eReader to meet the needs of ELL, special needs students, and students who are struggling readers.  The eReader allows students to have text, which resides in an Internet Explorer browser window, read aloud to them.  It also translates text and the translated text can also be read aloud. This feature allows students to read along, improve pronunciation, and increase fluency; Translation and read-aloud text.  Students have the option of translating text and then having the text read in the student’s native language; Customizable Settings. 
Identified students will receive onsite support when appropriate.

LEOA is sensitive to placing students in the least restrictive environment and the most appropriate environment to meet their educational needs. On-site support for the identification of and IEP support for students with disabilities will be provided through LEAD contracted service providers under the supervision of highly qualified teachers and administrators and the LEAD Special Education Director. IEP goals will be supported in regional locations to ensure students receive the services needed to meet their academic goals. The online program proposed will expand options for special needs students however, onsite services will continue to be an ongoing need for students.
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
