Section 10 – Policies and Procedures: Describe the policies and procedures to ensure the academic integrity of the LEOA/Program: 
Policies and procedures: The policies and procedures for academic integrity for the LEAD site based programs will be in place for LEOA. Issues such as plagiarism and cheating will be dealt with swiftly. Policies extend to students, parents, teachers and school leaders to ensure ethics and integrity are both modeled and emulated. An internal database will monitor infractions and student work will be compared using internet tools to ensure validity. Consequences will range from resubmission of an assignment to expulsion from the program.
The LEOA/Program will ensure/monitor student progress for at least one year’s growth annually.
LEOA will develop strong communication lines and student progress monitoring between the teachers, counselors, students, and parents. Program, institutional, and individual goals must be developed, communicated, and used as the core of the school/program. Specific measurements are then aligned to each goal so progress and performance can be routinely measured and tracked. The data collected is analyzed, interpreted, and used to determine the most appropriate actions to be taken as a next step.  In this way, improving and declining performance and progress can be noted, celebrated, and examined by all stakeholders. The school, program, and students need current, accurate data that is accessible and easy to understand.  Teachers, using the Attendance Report and Session Log, can review student progress which is tracked, minute-by-minute, including work time and idle time for each lesson activity. Teachers are able to develop an understanding of student work habits, work timeframes, and work effort.  Based on these factors, teachers can more easily determine declining academic achievement proactively without having to wait until the end of a semester or the failure of an assignment.  With any decline, immediate intervention is needed at all levels, including communication to the student and parent.  Likewise, student successes are more quickly and easily noted and celebrated to help improve self-confidence and motivation. Before enrollment into the program, parents and students will be informed of the nuances of online instruction. An orientation will alert parents and students to strategies to succeed online and will be given timeframes to determine lack of progress. If students do not show progress or time and attendance reports show minimal effort, the case will be reviewed and appropriate action will be taken, pursuant to district/state policy. In addition to the student performance and progress tracking, LEOA will also monitor and ensure student progress documenting each week, month, and year’s growth.  The LEOA exhibit formative assessment of student competency. Performance tracking will show progress (general activities as well as formative assessments within the Academy Online curriculum) to demonstrate mastery of lesson level competencies.  The academic integrity for each course will be formally documented using standards-aligned summative assessments. 
The LEOA/Program will ensure academic integrity for exit outcomes for each course/grade offering. The Virtual Classroom/Web Administrator (LMS) ensures data integrity by automatically documenting all student and teacher activity within the system. Reports are viewable 24/7/365 so the system and program can be monitored regularly, internally and externally (if required). The curriculum is aligned to Arizona standards and the curriculum meets the highest standards for quality. 
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
