Section 5 – Safe Research: Describe the availability of filtered research access to the Internet.

The LEOA/program teaches Internet Safety to students:  e2020 coursework incorporates the same internet safety instruction required in LEAD’s site based classrooms. Students and parents must review and sign an acceptable use agreement upon enrollment in the program that clearly outlines curricular options and the risks of allowing students to conduct research outside of the school program. The Virtual Classroom uses a unique approach to not only encourage safe online research practices, but ensure them and includes a web content filtering system requiring no special setup by the end user.  Research outside of this program is not required or expected of enrolled students.
 The LEOA/program makes various avenues available to AOI students to support research requirements included in the course content and course requirements.  The Virtual Classroom provides an internal email system which allows teachers to create and send additional activities, resources, web links, book titles, and other information to assist the student conducting research for an assignment. Even though students complete the assignment off-line or outside the Virtual Classroom, they are able to email the completed assignment back to the teacher for grading. The teacher may then enter this grade into the online grade book so all assignments scores are included in the overall grading of the student’s work.
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
