The knowledge will carry over across subject areas, and improve their speaking and listening skill as well. This unit includes objective driven instruction, daily formative assessments, and teaching techniques such as think-pair-share, teacher-think aloud, and Socratic discussions.

	Objective: Students will be able to read a passage and make an inference. 

Introduction to New Material: Teacher will introduce the word, “Inference” by defining Inference as an educated guess that readers make based on facts that the author provides. 

Teacher will play the “What is an Inference” video, and pause at 1 minute and 13 seconds.   Teacher will ask the class to make 3 inferences about the pictures. 

Teacher will guide the class in a group conversation about the inferences they made from the pictures. 

Key Points: Your background information (schema), and information from the text (Textual Evidence), are used to make an educated guess (Inference).  

Guided Practice: Teacher will use a graphic organizer, (3 Column Chart of Inferences) to model how a person makes an inference. 

Teacher will display a picture, and “Think Aloud” how to fill in the graphic organizer to make an inference. 

Teacher will check for understanding by using a second and third picture and ask the class to fill-in their 3 Column Chart to make and inference. 

Teacher will use an exemplar text, and 3 Column Chart of Inferences to transfer the practice of making inferences from pictures to making inferences from text.  

Independent Practice: Teacher will display 5 exemplar texts for students to use the, “3 Column Chart of Inferences,” to help them make inferences.

Teacher will walk around and monitor as students make inferences.  Teacher will offer guidance and re-teaching at this time if necessary.
Assessment: Teacher will display a sample text to be used to make an inference.  


	Students will read and write the lesson’s object in their notebook. 

Students will write the definition of the word inference in their notebooks. 

Students will be actively involved with the video by watching, and listening. When the teacher pauses the video, students will make 3 inferences about the picture. 

Students will write the definition of key points terms in their notebooks. 

Students will copy the teacher as she fills-in her 3 Column Chart of Inferences during the think aloud. 

Students demonstrate their understanding by verbally answering the teacher’s questions. 

Students will re-create the, “3 Column Chart of Inferences,” in their notebook, and use it to make inferences from the exemplar picture. 

 Students will work independently using their “3 Column Chart of Inferences to help them make inferences from the teacher-selected passages. 

Students will participate in a class discussion regarding their inferences. Students will need to justify their inferences by explaining their schema, and offering textual evidence. 

Students will demonstrate their ability to make an inference, by handing in an inference created from a teacher-selected text.

	Activation of Prior Knowledge: Teacher will ask students to recall the definition of an inference. 

Engagement of Prior Knowledge: Teacher will ask students to make an inference from a selected passage. 

Teacher will ask students to recall the components of making an inference and discuss them with a partner. 

Objective: Students will be able to identify the difference between and implicit textual evidence and explicit textual evidence.  

Introduction to New Material: Teacher will play the Explicit vs. Implicit PPT, making sure to pause at important definitions, and guiding students to take notes when necessary. 

Key Points: Implicit evidence is not stated directly. The author gives the reader hints. 

Explicit evidence is stated directly. The author tells the reader exactly what to think. 

Modeling: Teacher will use exemplar passages from, Travels with Charley In Search of America, by John Steinbeck to identify implicit and explicit textual support.

Teacher will ask students to find the exact quote in a passage to demonstrate the use of explicit text. Teacher will ask students to find the exact quote in a passage that demonstrates the use of implicit text. 
Guided Practice: Teacher will facilitate an activity where each student must write 2 inferences.  1inference must use implicit textual evidence, and other inference must use explicit textual evidence.  
Teacher will check for understanding with a quick thumb up activity. 
Independent Practice: Teacher will distribute SRA Identifying Inferences books, and answer sheets. 

Teacher will collect worksheets and grade them to check for understanding. 

Assessment:  Teacher will assign students an, “Exit Ticket”, in which students make two inferences from the book, Travels with Charley In Search of America, by John Steinbeck.

	Students will write the definition of an inference in their notebooks. 

Students will read the selected passage, and make an inference.

Students will share with the whole group their inference, using the terms schema and textual evidence. 

Students will think about and discuss the components of making an inference with their partners. 

Students will write the lesson’s objective and key points in their notebook. 

Students will be actively engaged by listening, and taking notes while watching the presentation. 

Students will watch and listen as the teacher models how to identify implicit textual evidence and explicit textual evidence. 

Students will use their, Travels with Charley in Search of America, by John Steinbeck book to write 2 inferences.  1inference must use implicit textual evidence, and other inference must use explicit textual evidence. 

Students will trade their inferences with a partner to check weather their partner is making inferences using both implicit and explicit textual evidence.
Students will write the answer to the teacher’s questions in their notebook, and discuss their answers in a whole group discussion.

Students will work independently to complete the SRA Identifying Inferences worksheet. 

As an, “Exit Ticket”, Students will make two inferences from the book, Travels with Charley In Search of America, by John Steinbeck. 


	3
	Activation of Prior Knowledge: Teacher will distribute new SRA Identifying Inferences books and worksheets and ask students work on them independently. 

Teacher will Review the previous lesson’s assessment answers. 

Objective: Students will be able to cite a source using MLA format.

Teacher will ask the class to do a choral reading of the lesson’s objective. Teacher will ask the students if they have any questions about the objective. 

Introduction To New Material: Teacher will introduce the use of citing sources as a way of giving credit to the author, and as a way of letting a reader know where to find the textual evidence used in an inference. 

As a way to check for understanding teacher will ask the class, “Why is it important to cite your source when you make inferences?”  Teacher will walk around and check each student’s written response. 

Model: Teacher will play the, “How to Cite a Quote (MLA Format)”PPT, and stop at key points directing students to write notes. 

Key Points: MLA stands for Modern Language Association.
MLA format for citing a quote requires in parentheses the author’s name, and the page number of the quote. 

MLA format for citing a quote from a poem requires, in parentheses the author’s name, and the line number of the quote. 

Students should also be told that not citing a quote could be considered plagiarism. 

Guided Practice: Teacher will use two of her inferences from the previous lesson, to illustrate how to use MLA format to cite a quote in a think aloud stopping to ask students to find the quote, and page numbers when necessary. 

Independent Practice: Teacher will walk around the room listening to students as they give their peers feedback. Teacher will also use this time to look at student’s work, and to check for understanding. 

Assessment: :  Teacher will assign students an, “Exit Ticket”, in which students make two inferences from the book, Travels with Charley In Search of America, by John Steinbeck. 1 inference will use implicit textual evidence, and the second inference will use explicit textual evidence. Each inference MUST use MLA format to cite a quote.
	Students will work on SRA Identifying Inferences books independently to activate prior knowledge. 

Students will read their assessment answers from the previous day to activate prior knowledge. 

Students will write the lesson’s objective in their notebooks. 

Students will demonstrate their understanding of the new material by writing down their answer to the teacher’s question in their notebooks, and discussing their answer with their partner. 

Students will watch the presentation and write notes about key points. Students will share their notes with a neighbor, and ask clarifying questions if necessary. 

Students will read the teacher’s quotes and help cite the source using MLA format by copying the teacher’s work in their notebook, and using the, Travels with Charley in Search of America, by John Steinbeck to locate the quotes and page numbers. 

Students will use two quotes from the previous day’s lesson to practice using the MLA format for citing a source. 

Students will do a Think, Pair, Share to correct their peer’s work. Students will be given immediate feedback by their peers as to whether they are citing quotes correctly or not. 
As an, “Exit Ticket”, Students will make two inferences from the book, Travels with Charley In Search of America, by John Steinbeck.

	Activation of Prior Knowledge: 

Teacher will ask the following questions:

“What is an inference?”

“What is textual evidence?”

“What does it mean to cite a source?” 

Teacher will ask the questions, and give the answers in a call and response manner. 

Objective: Students will make and inference using implicit and explicit textual support and using MLA format for citing a quote. 

Teacher will read the lesson’s objective an ask students what they will be doing during the lesson.  

Modeling: Teacher will think aloud (write on a large chart or computer and projector) the process of making inferences using implicit and explicit textual support, from, Travels with Charley in Search of America, by John Steinbeck. The teacher will also model the process of citing the source using MLA format for each quote used. During the think aloud the teacher will check for understanding by pausing and asking students, “Is this implicit or explicit textual support?”  “According to MLA format for citing a quote, what goes first, the name of the author? Or, page number?” 

Independent practice/Assessment: Teacher will assign the students the task of writing two inferences using both implicit and explicit textual support, and using MLA format to cite each quote.  
	Students will write the answers to the questions in their notebooks.  Students will participate and a choral reading of their answers to demonstrate prior knowledge. 

Students will read and write the lesson’s objective in their notebook.

Students will listen as the teacher reads the lesson’s objective and discuss with their neighbor what they will be doing during the present lesson. 

Students will be engaged by watching and listening as the teacher thinks aloud how to use implicit and explicit textual support to make an inference.  Students will demonstrate their understanding by answering the teacher’s questions during the think aloud. 

Students will write two inferences using both implicit and explicit textual support, and using MLA format to cite each quote

Answers
Part1-Each definition is worth 5 points, totaling 20 points. 
1. Inference- When you using information from the text and your own background to make an educated guess about what you are reading. 

2. Implicit textual evidence- These are clues that come from the text to help you make an inference (they are not stated directly). 

3. Explicit textual evidence- These are clues from the text that help you make inferences. They are stated directly in the text. 

4. Citing your source- Telling the reader where you found your evidence. MLA format require you to give the author’s name and page number of where you found your source. 

Part2-Each inference is worth 5 points for a total of 10 points

5. It is implied that Erica is falling asleep. 
6. It explicitly states that John does not like where he is at, “I can’t stand this place!”
