	2nd Semester
	Every student should understand and use all concepts and skills from the previous lessons with regard to Language Arts, according to Arizona State Standards.  Students should be familiar with a variety of Mother Goose rhymes.  Mother Goose illustrated collections, songs, videos, coloring books, and flannel boards can provide background knowledge of rhymes.  Some knowledge of phonics, as well as phonemic awareness is needed.  Students should be able to hold books upright and turn pages in correct direction.  Students should be able to distinguish between printed letters and words, as well as be able to recognize lower and upper case letters of the alphabet. 

	   Unit Description

	Mother Goose rhymes, rich in language, rhythm and pattern, provide and ideal framework for teaching and practicing early literacy skills, including print awareness, letter-sound correspondence, rhyming word families, and sight words.  Throughout the lessons, students will become proficient at tracking, recognizing high frequency and sight words, correlating spoken and written words, distinguish rhyming and non-rhyming words, respond to spoken words with words that rhyme, blend onset and rime sounds, blend sounds using phonemes, and write/draw/share pictures or text with distinctive personal style and originality about ideas generated through class discussion. All of these activities will center around Mother Goose rhymes, using modeling, multiple hands-on opportunities, individual and class involvement, as well as fun opportunities to act poems out while learning key objectives.  During the lessons, the teacher will track student progress using rubrics for reading and writing to assess how each objective is mastered.

	Performance Objective Assessed for Mastery:

Reading:

K.RF.2 Demonstrate understanding of spoken words, syllables, and sounds (phonemes) (M)
Description of Assessment:

1. The teacher rereads the selected rhymes, leaving off the second word in a pair of rhyming words. Students orally produce the missing word. The teacher keeps track of the orally produced missing word and gives 1pt for each word; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 pt. each) of an oral assessment of producing rhyming words.  

2. The teacher shows sample objects and says the words: e.g. Pencil, Crayon, Box, Feather, Foot, Wall, Star, Puppet, Desk, Marker and asks students to identify and produce the initial sounds of the words. The teacher keeps track of the identified and pronounced initial sounds of the words and gives 1 pt for identifying beginning sounds of a spoken word; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 point each) and 1pt for producing beginning sounds; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 objects, 1 point each).

Performance Objective Assessed for Mastery:

Writing:

K.W.5 With guidance and support from adults, respond to questions and suggestions from peers and add details to strengthen writing as needed. (M) 
Description of Assessment:

The teacher displays different books with pictures of Mother Goose and invites them to write a sentence comparing two of the pictures.  After the writing, the teacher invites the students to divide into small groups and share their sentences together.

	Reading: 

1.  Orally produce rhyming words

· Scoring: 1pt each; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 pt. each) of an oral assessment of producing rhyming words.  For example, give students the word cat, and they must give you a rhyming word  

2.  Identify initial sounds and produce initial sounds 

· Scoring: 1 pt identifying initial sound; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 point each) producing beginning sounds on an oral assessment

· Scoring: 1 pt producing initial sound; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 objects, 1 point each) identifying beginning sounds of a spoken word
Writing:

A scoring rubric for each performance objective tested is used with a 6 point scale. 80% mastery level – a student needs to have a score of 5 to have mastered the objective.

	Day 1- Meet Mother Goose

1. Show students a variety of mother goose books.  Ask students: How many of you know who mother goose is?  Have you heard of mother goose?    Tell students we will be reading many mother goose rhymes.  Mother goose rhymes are called nursery rhymes.

2. State that no one knows if Mother Goose was a real person or a make believe person, but children have enjoyed her poems for over 250 years.  The first Mother Goose rhymes were made into a book in England.  Locate England on a map.

3. Read Mother Goose rhyme to students: 

Old Mother Goose,

When she wanted to wander,

 Would ride through the air

On a very fine gander.

4. Have students recite the rhyme together.  Invite a student to come and lead the class by pointing to the word with one to one correspondence.

5. Display different books with pictures of Mother Goose.  Ask students to tell how the pictures are the same and different.  Use a venn diagram to record answers.  

6. (M) Tell students that they have looked at several pictures of mother goose.  Now they will be writing their own comparisons of Mother Goose in complete sentences.
7. (M) After writing, invite students to share their comparisons in small groups and talk together about what differences they saw.  

8. Distribute student nursery rhyme books.  Have students color the covers.  

9. Revisit and repeat the rhyme from the front of their books.


	Day 2- Little Boy Blue/ Baa Baa Black Sheep

1. Display large copy of Little Boy Blue.  Read aloud to students.

2. Distribute student copies of poem and mother goose pointers.  Have students follow along with one to one correspondence.  Then, have students read along with the teacher.  

3. Using individual copies from nursery rhyme books, have students circle all the “b” words in the poem.  

4. Play song of Baa Baa Black sheep.

5. Do the above activity with the rhyme Baa Baa Black Sheep.  Then, have students draw three things that start with b on the back of their page.

6. Have students complete “b” sound worksheet.


	Day 3- Peter Piper

1. Tell students that Peter Piper has his own nursery rhyme.  See if anyone knows it.

2. Display large copy of Peter Piper.  Read and reread with the students, demonstrating one to one correspondence.  Invite a student volunteer to come to the board and circle all the beginning “p” sounds.  

3. Choose a student to be Peter Piper.  Using mock peppers, have the student act out what Peter Piper is doing.  Invite the whole class to make believe that they are Peter Piper.

4. Have students circle all the beginning “p” sounds in their nursery rhyme book.  Then, have students draw a picture of what they think Peter Piper looked like.  

5. Students will complete a “p” worksheet.


	Day 4- Rhymes at the Market

1. Talk to students about what a market is.  Make sure they understand that it is like a grocery store. 

2. Display large copy of To Market, To Market.  Read it to the students.  

3. Point out the rhyming words to the students.  Circle them and talk about what a rhyming word is.  Ask them if they can come up with other words to rhyme with these words.  For example: pig, jig, dig; hog, jog, dog; bun, done, fun.

4. Read the rhyme again, asking students to say only the rhyming words.  

5. Display different things students could buy at the market.  Say the word for each item.  Have the students come up with a rhyming word for each item.  

6. Have student complete tic tac toe rhyming worksheet for –at words.  


	Day 5- Twinkle Twinkle Little Star/ Humpty Dumpty/ One, Two, Buckle My Shoe

1. Have students listen to a recording of Twinkle Twinkle Little Star.  Sing it together, and have them follow along on their individual copy with a teacher created star pointer.  

2. Ask students which words are rhyming words.  Have them circle the rhyming words on their copies.  

3. Have students practice their rhyming words with copied rhyming puzzles.  Make sure students can read the words before beginning.  Go over all words as a class on the board.  Allow students to work in pairs to complete this activity.

4. Display a large copy of Humpty Dumpty that is missing the rhyming words.  Work together as a class to determine what words should go in the blanks.  

5. Give each student an egg shaker and invite them to read the rhyme with rhythm using their egg shakers.  While the class is shaking, invite students to come up and act out what is being said in the rhyme.  

6. Have students find the copy of One Two, Buckle My Shoe in their books that is missing the rhyming words.  Read through the rhyme together and determine as a class what words should go in the blank.  Remind students that the words need to rhyme.

	1. After listening, the students recite the rhyme together.  A student, who is invited comes and leads the class by pointing to the word with one to one correspondence.

2. Teacher displays different books with pictures of Mother Goose.  Students tell how the pictures are the same and different.  

3. (M) Teacher tells the students that they have looked at several pictures of mother goose.  Students write their own sentence comparing two pictures of mother goose.  

4. (M) After writing, students share their sentence in a small group and ask each other questions to discuss the differences they wrote about.  

5. Teacher distributes student nursery rhyme books.  Students color the covers.  

6. Revisit and repeat the rhyme from the front of their books.


	1. Teacher distributes student copies of poem and mother goose pointers. Students follow along with one to one correspondence.  Then, students read along with the teacher.  

2. Using individual copies from nursery rhyme books, students circle all the “b” words in the poem.  

3. Teacher plays song of Baa Baa Black sheep.

4. Students do the above activity with the rhyme Baa Baa Black Sheep.  Then, students draw three things that start with b on the back of their page.

5. Students complete “b” sound worksheet.


	1. Teacher displays large copy of Peter Piper -reads and reread with the students, demonstrating one to one correspondence.  A student volunteer comes to the board and circles all the beginning “p” sounds.  

2. Using mock peppers, the student acts out what Peter Piper is doing.  Then all students act out and make believe that they are Peter Piper.

3. Students circle all the beginning “p” sounds in their nursery rhyme book.  Then, students draw a picture of what they think Peter Piper looked like.  

4. Students complete a “p” worksheet.


	1. Teacher points out the rhyming words in To Market, To Market to the students. 

2. Students try to come up with other words to rhyme with these words.  For example: pig, jig, dig; hog, jog, dog; bun, done, fun.

3. Teacher reads the rhyme again. Students say only the rhyming words.  

4. Teacher displays different things students could buy at the market and says the word for each item.  Students come up with a rhyming word for each item.  

5. Students complete tic tac toe rhyming worksheet for –at words.  


	1. Students listen to a recording of Twinkle Twinkle Little Star.  They sing it together, and follow along on their individual copy with a teacher created star pointer.  

1. Students circle the rhyming words on their copies.  

2. Students practice their rhyming words with copied rhyming puzzles.  

3. Students go over all words as a class on the board.  Students work in pairs to complete this activity.

4. Display a large copy of Humpty Dumpty that is missing the rhyming words.  Work together as a class to determine what words should go in the blanks.  

5. Students read the rhyme with rhythm using their egg shakers.  While the class is shaking, students come up and act out what is being said in the rhyme.  

6. Students read through the rhyme in One Two, Buckle My Shoe together and determine as a class what words should go in the blank.  


Summative Assessment for Performance Objective Mastery Assessment

Kindergarten Reading and Writing Assessment and Rubric
Summative Assessments will be administered at the completion of a unit of study in order to assess the academic progress of students.

Reading:
1.  Orally produce rhyming words for the following: 

Directions: Teacher recites the following words and the student produces a rhyming word.  Do one for practice (house, mouse) first. 

Word list:  cat, shoe, four, log, wall, door, big, three, dad, hug
· Scoring: 1pt each; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 pt. each) of an oral assessment of producing rhyming words.  For example, give students the word cat, and they must give you a rhyming word  
2.  Identify initial sounds and produce initial sounds 

Directions: Show the child a pencil.

Say, This is a _pencil_____.  What is the first sound you hear in “pencil”? /(students produce initial sound /p/.  Tell me another word that begins with /_p_/.  Show 10 objects (examples follow).  Do the same procedure. Sample objects: Pencil, Crayon, Box, Feather, Foot, Wall, Star, Puppet, Desk, Marker
· Scoring: 1 pt identifying initial sound; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 words, 1 point each) producing beginning sounds on an oral assessment

· Scoring: 1 pt producing initial sound; 80% mastery (8 out of 10 objects, 1 point each) identifying beginning sounds of a spoken word
Writing:

3. Write a sentence comparing two images of Mother Goose, share and discuss in small groups.  At 80% a student is considered at the mastery level, a score of 5/6:

· 6 points: Student writes a sentence comparing two pictures of Mother Goose using terms from classroom discussion, shares this sentence in the small group and participates in the group discussion by asking classmates of the differences and similarities each has chosen.  Performance exceeds grade level expectation.

· 5 points: Student writes a sentence comparing two pictures of Mother Goose using terms from classroom discussion, shares this sentence in the small group and participates in the group discussion by asking classmates of the differences and similarities each has chosen.  

· 4 points:  Student writes a sentence comparing two pictures of Mother Goose, and shares this sentence in the small group.

· 3 points:  Student writes a sentence compares two pictures of Mother Goose, low participation in group questioning. 
· 2 point:  Student writes an incomplete sentence comparing two pictures Mother Goose and shares this in the group.
· 1 point: Student does not write a sentence comparing the two picture of Mother Goose.[image: image1.png]
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
