	Students will retell The Little Boy who Cried Wolf in their own words.  Students must also state the moral of the story, and support it with details from the text. Students must also define legend, myth, fable, and folk tale.

	Read: Little Boy who Cried Wolf  (Fable) 
Objective: Students will define and identify the moral of The Little Boy who Cried Wolf.  TSWBAT recall details from the story, and chart on a graphic organizer. 
Direct Instruction: The teacher will tell students that this week they will read several types of literature including fables, folktales, myths, and legends.  The first day will focus on fables.  The teacher will discuss what a fable is, and what key elements are included in a fable.  The teacher will define a fable as: A fictional narrative meant to teach a moral lesson.

One of the key elements of a fable is a moral.  The teacher will describe what a moral is, and ask the students to think of what they think the lesson or moral of the text is.   

The class will read The Little Boy who Cried Wolf together.  The teacher will stop to ask the students “WH” questions throughout the fable in addition to several comprehension questions which include strategies such as predicting, retelling, or giving an opinion about the text. 

At the end of the selection, the teacher will review what a moral is and ask students what they feel the moral of the text is and why.
	Students will complete a graphic organizer, and may look back in the text as a tool to complete the organizer.  The organizer will be a web including: plot, setting, genre, characters, time, and the moral of the story.  Students must describe in their web why 

When students have completed their graphic organizer, they will work with a partner and roll their comprehension dice (pre made dice, asking comprehension questions related to the story.)    Each student will roll twice, and answer their questions orally in complete sentences, and in their notebooks. 

Students will be assigned to read an additional fable for homework, and write a brief summary (1-2 paragraphs) in their writers notebooks. 

	2
	Read aloud Babe the Blue Ox (American Folktale) 
The class will review the meaning of a moral.  
Students will be introduced to American Folklore, and examples of common stories students may have read before, or heard of.  The teacher will define a folktale: a story passed down through generations, mainly by re-telling.

The class will read the text together whole group, while the teacher asks “wh” questions, in addition to several comprehension questions related to summarizing, and predicting.  

At the end of the selection, the class will discuss what lessons were learned from the text. 
	 Students will create a comic strip, retelling the story in 6 parts.  The comic should include main characters, major events, and appropriate setting.

After students have completed their comics and turned them into the teacher, students will roll their comprehension dice three times each with a parter, and orally respond, and write answers in complete sentences in their reading journals.  

	3
	Read:  John Henry: The Steel Driving Man 
Students will be introduced to legends by the teacher.  The teacher will define a legend as: An unverified story handed down from earlier times, especially one popularly believed to be historical.
Students will read The Legend of John Henry with a partner, and then again together as a whole group.  The teacher will pause throughout the text to ask comprehension questions related to the text including making predictions about the text and summarizing the story.  
	Guided Practice: Students will be divided into two teams, and respond to questions about the text on an interactive Jeopardy game using the SMARTBoard.  Questions will require students to summarize parts of the story, define a legend, compare and contrast legends and folktales, retell the story in their own words, and orally express 1 lesson that could be learned from the legend.

Independent Practice: After completion of the activity, students will create a character web about John Henry, and write a brief description about what they learned from the story.  

	4
	Read: The Boy who Flew too High  (Greek myth) 
The teacher will review fables, folktales, and legends, and introduce Myths.  The teacher will define myths for students to write in their reading journals.  (A traditional, typically ancient story dealing with supernatural beings, ancestors, or heroesz)

The class will read The Boy who Flew too High together.  The teacher will ask comprehension questions throughout the selection focusing on predicting, and summarizing events of the story.  After the selection has been read, the teacher will ask students to pair share what they feel the moral of the story is.  Students will share their ideas whole group.

The teacher will review the differences between a myth and a legend, and a folktale and a fable by creating a four comparison venn diagram whole group.   
	Guided Practice:  Students will complete a comprehension worksheet about The Boy who Flew too High.  Students will roll the comprehension dice 3 times to answer questions related to the myth, discuss their responses with a partner, and record their answers in their reading journals. 

Independent Practice: Students will summarize the story in their own words in their reading journals. 




	5
	Review day activities prior to summative assessment.  
The teacher will review legends, fables, folktales, and myths, and list the stories read throughout the week.  
	Students will be divided into 4 groups.   Each group will be assigned one of the stories read from the week.  The students must act out (in charades) the story in front of the class.  Students observing the skit, must guess which story is being acted out, and explain how they knew it was that story. 

Students will complete the summative assessment.

Responses may vary.  Must include the following highlighted details in their own words: 
There was once a shepherd-boy who kept his flock at a little distance from the village. Once he thought he would play a trick on the villagers and have some fun at their expense. So he ran toward the village crying out, with all his might,-- "Wolf! Wolf! Come and help! The wolves are at my lambs!" 
The kind villagers left their work and ran to the field to help him. But when they got there the boy laughed at them for their pains; there was no wolf there. 
Still another day the boy tried the same trick, and the villagers came running to help and got laughed at again. Then one day a wolf did break into the fold and began killing the lambs. In great fright, the boy ran for help. "Wolf! Wolf!" he screamed. "There is a wolf in the flock! Help!" 
The villagers heard him, but they thought it was another mean trick; no one paid the least attention, or went near him. And the shepherd-boy lost all his sheep. 
That is the kind of thing that happens to people who lie: even when they tell the truth no one believes them. (moral)
