Students will learn how to use a new story organizer to plan their ideas for writing.  
Direct Instruction: 
The teacher will display a new story organizer on the SMARTBoard and explain what information needs to be placed in each section (a situation, characters, and organize a sequence of events)  

The teacher will then ask students to brainstorm ideas as a class for a possible situation, characters, and sequence of events.  During this brainstorming, the teacher will write student ideas onto the story organizer as displayed on the SMARTBoard.

The teacher will instruct students to construct a narrative from the ideas presented on the SMARTBoard.
	Guided Practice: 
Students will listen to the teacher’s explanation of how to complete a new story organizer.  Students will then brainstorm ideas for the story organizer as displayed on the SMARTBoard.

Independent Practice: 
Students will construct a narrative from the ideas presented on the SMARTBoard.

Closure:
Students will read aloud their narratives in small groups of five.

	Objective:  SWBAT create a narrative with a partner using the new story organizer presented the day before.
Direct Instruction:
The teacher will review with students the story organizer that they had been introduced to the day before.  The teacher will then give instructions as to how students need to work with a partner to complete a new story organizer and each one writes a story using their ideas written in the story organizer.
	Guided Practice:  
Students will work with a partner to brainstorm ideas and create a new story organizer focused on establishing a situation, creating characters, and organizing a sequence of events.

Independent practice:  
Each student will then write her/his own story using the story organizer as a base.

	Objectives: Students will read one another’s stories and provide constructive feedback according to the writing rubric to help one another create a more effective story.  
Direct Instruction: 
The teacher will display the writing rubric columns for ideas/content and organization on the SMARTBoard.  The teacher will review the expectations for each area as related to establishing a situation, introducing characters, and organizing a sequence of events.
	Collaborative Learning: 
Students will peer edit at least 3 other students’ narrative writing pieces from the day before using the writing rubric as a scoring guide.
Independent practice: 
Students will take the constructive feedback from their peers and write a final draft of their story for submission to the classroom teacher.

	Objective: 
Students will demonstrate the ability to write a narrative with the following elements: establishing a situation, introducing characters, and organizing a sequence of events.
	Summative assessment: 
Students will use the new story organizer to brainstorm ideas for a narrative.  They will then use that organizer to develop a narrative writing piece that is assessed specifically for how well it establishes a situation, introduces characters, and organizes a sequence of events.   Once the writing piece is completed, they will submit it for scoring according to the writing rubric.
