	Objective: 
Students will be introduced to Cornell Notes.
Direct Instruction: 
The teacher will instruct students on Cornell Notes using a power point presentation displayed on the SMARTBoard.

The teacher will explain a basic Cornell Notes instruction sheet to help students better understand what Cornell Notes are.  The teacher will model how to organize notes in such a way as to create categories and list information beneath those categories.  The teacher will also model how to list sources with the author, article title and source title (i.e. book, website, magazine, etc.).

The teacher will then ask students to create a template for basic Cornell Notes to help them better understand the different elements of Cornell Notes.
	Guided Practice: 
Students will listen to the teacher’s explanation of Cornell Notes and categorizing information gathered while reading, and they are encouraged to ask questions during the lecture.  Once the lecture is over, they will listen to an explanation of a basic Cornell Notes instruction sheet.

Students will create a template for basic Cornell Notes on a piece of paper with the proper sections labeled and summarized (questions, heading, notes with category titles, summary). They will also create a note-taking layout on their Cornell Notes sheet that shows how notes can be grouped together in categories.

Closure:
Students will compare their templates with a peer to ensure they have included all sections and key elements on their template.

	Objective:  
SWBAT read a 1 page selection of informational text and a short digital article and then complete basic Cornell Notes with categories for similar types of information and list their sources using the template from the day before.
Direct Instruction:
The teacher will review with students the basic Cornell Notes instruction sheet and template that they had been introduced to the day before.  The teacher will then give instructions as to how students need to work with a partner to fill in a template for the article “1607-1776 The Colonial Period” from Scholastic as well as a selection of their choice on the Colonial period from Encyclopedia Britannica Kids.  The teacher will also distribute and discuss the rubric for Cornell Notes to help students better understand what the expectation for mastery is.
	Guided Practice:  
Students will work with a partner to read “1607-1776 The Colonial Period” from Scholastic as well as a selection of their choice on the Colonial period from Encyclopedia Britannica Kids and take notes using the basic Cornell Notes template.  Students will practice identifying categories of information evident in the readings such as culture, historical events, and prominent people.  Then they will list relevant notes under each category heading.  Finally, students will list each source in the space provided.  They are expected to write the author’s name, article title, and source (i.e. Scholastic or Encyclopedia Britannica Kids).  Once completed, each pair will use the rubric to review what they wrote and revise as needed.

Closure:
The teacher will post a blank template on the SMARTBoard and ask students to help her complete that template for these articles.  The final draft on the board will represent the clear expectation of mastery that the teacher has for creating Cornell Notes.  Students will compare their Cornell Notes and source list to the teacher’s to ensure a complete understanding of mastery.

	Objective: 
SWBAT read a 1 page selection of informational text and a short digital article and then complete basic Cornell Notes with categories for similar types of information and list their sources using the template learned over the previous two days.
Direct Instruction: 
The teacher will review the Cornell Notes template and rubric and discuss with students what it takes to earn a score of a 5 or a 4 or a 3, etc.  
The teacher will then ask students to read “Letters from a Pilgrim Child” from Scholastic as well as a selection of their choice on Pilgrims from Encyclopedia Britannica Kids and take notes using the basic Cornell Notes template and rubric as a guide.
	Independent practice: 
Students will read “Letters from a Pilgrim Child” from Scholastic as well as a selection of their choice on Pilgrims from Encyclopedia Britannica Kids and take notes using the basic Cornell Notes template and rubric as a guide.  Students will practice identifying categories of information evident in the readings such as Thanksgiving, food, clothing, and Plymouth Rock.  Then they will list relevant notes under each category heading.  Finally, students will list each source in the space provided.  They are expected to write the author’s name, article title, and source (i.e. Scholastic or Encyclopedia Britannica Kids).  Once completed, each student will use the rubric to review what they wrote and revise as needed.  
Collaborative Learning:
Students will then peer edit at least 2 other students’ Cornell Notes using the rubric as a scoring guide.  Students will then review the suggestions and revise again.

	Objective: 
A summative assessment will include students completing an independent activity in which they read a selection of informational text presented both digitally and in print, take notes and categorize information, and provide a list of sources using the basic Cornell Notes template.
	Summative assessment: 
Students will read “Notes from a Wampanoag Child” from Scholastic and an entry under the “Wampanoag” selection in the digital version of Encyclopedia Britannica Kids.  Students are to select one of the entries under the category “Wampanoag” to read.  Entries include related topics on King Philip, Squanto, language, culture, and Massachusetts as a colony.  Students will categorize information by taking basic Cornell Notes on both readings using the given template and provide a list of sources.  They will be assessed on how well they use the Cornell Notes template to take notes and categorize information, and provide a list of sources.
Once the Cornell Notes are completed, students will submit them for scoring according to the rubric.
