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To Whom It May Concern,

As of the 2016-2017 school year, Step Up School will change the number of school days from 200 days to 180 days. This decision has been made by the Board due to fiscal concerns, and Step Up can no longer support this program. The disparity in the additional days funding (55% less funding per student per day for the 20 additional days) has precipitated this decision.

Step Up is continuing the following programs as a benefit to our students and community:

1. Summer programs which are attended by over half of our students. 
2. Parent involvement in children’s education through parent teacher conferences, school events, and daily assignments.

3. Daily (180 days) extended day instruction and a fully academic after school program offered to all students from 3:45pm-5pm.
The 2016-2017 instructional hours, which do not include the after school program, far exceed the required hours per A.R.S §15-901.  Hours range from 110 to 421 in excess of the statute, and varies depending on grade and classroom. The 2016-2017 school calendar is 180 days.
