FY2016 Budget Review and Approval 

The proposed ADE FY 2016 budget was presented to the Board on June 15, 2015 and posted online for public review and comment.  In accordance with the compliance deadlines outlined by the State, the proposed budget has been posted online for a minimum of 10 days prior to adopting it.  No feedback or comments have been received by the public.    
The proposed ADE FY2016 budget has been posted as required, there was no additional discussion by the board. 

Mr. Inman motioned to adopt the proposed ADE FY 2016 budget as previously presented to the Board.  Ms. Rojas seconded the motion.  A vote was called, all were in favor, the motion passes.   Documents for the adopted ADE budget for FY2016 were signed by the Board.   Additionally, the Board instructs that the adopted FY 2016 budget be posted on the EAGLE website and uploaded to the ADE website by the designated EAGLE representative. 








Procurement Laws Exception Amendment Request

EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC will follow accounting policies and procedures that comply with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). Any procurement of goods and services shall be made by the procurement officer/authorized agent, in the best interest of the school, upon considering the totality of the circumstances surrounding the procurement, which may include but not be limited to, price, quality, availability, timelines, reputation and prior dealings.

EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC shall not purchase any goods or services from any member of the governing board, an immediate family member of any member of the governing board nor from any entity in which any member of the governing board or an immediate family member of a governing board member may benefit from such a procurement, unless authorized by the governing board after a full disclosure of the potential benefits, and after the consideration set forth in paragraph 1 above.

EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC charter school understands that the policy cited above applies to purchases made using non-federal funds. As a condition of the receipt of certain federal funds, federal procurement requirements still apply.

1. Mr. Inman motioned that EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC adopt the procurement policy (previously distributed).  Ms. Rojas seconded the motion.  Hearing no additional discussion, a vote was called.  All were in favor, the motion passes.
1. Mr. Inman motioned that with the approval of the procurement policy, the Charter Representative for EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC request an exception to the procurement laws in accordance with the Arizona State Board for Charter Schools. Ms. Rojas seconded the motion.  Hearing no additional discussion, a vote was called.  All were in favor, the motion passes.

USFRCS Exception Amendment Request

EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC will follow accounting policies and procedures that comply with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). This includes using an accounting system that provides for the proper recording and reporting of financial data and following standard internal control procedures. The school will utilize a chart of accounts that has been developed to align with the chart of accounts found in the Uniform System of Financial Records for Charter Schools (USFRCS) for the purposes of complying with budgeting and annual financial reporting.  Revisions will be made periodically for changes in laws, regulations and accounting pronouncements that cover charter school accounting, financial reporting and compliance with state and federal laws. 






1. Mr. Inman motioned that EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC adopt the accounting policy (previously distributed).  Ms. Rojas seconded the motion.  Hearing no additional discussion, a vote was called.  All were in favor, the motion passes. 
1. Mr. Inman motioned that with the approval of the accounting policy, the Charter Representative for EAGLE College Prep Mesa, LLC request an exception to the Uniform System of Financial Records for Charter Schools (USRFC).  Ms. Rojas seconded the motion.  Hearing no additional discussion, a vote was called.  All were in favor, the motion passes.
